Air Force Training Report (TR)

As officers in the U.S. Air Force, military residents in GME training must have yearly training reports completed by the NCC Program Director.  These are not the same as yearly Officer Performance Reports (OPR), however, they are still very important documents in your personnel file.  They will also provide vital documentation for possible end of tour or specific achievement awards.  

All completed and signed TRs will be forwarded to the 79th MDG (79th MDG/SGNT, Laurie Creel and LtCol Giscombie) for final review and then submission to the Military Personnel Flight (MPF). The MPF will then verify and send your TR to be included into the Automated Records Management System (ARMS) and will eventually post to your virtual MPF (vMPF).
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
