USUHS MS-III MICC Rotation
Guidelines to Assist Housestaff

The rotation in the MICC is 1 week long, although practically it turns out to be only 3 ½ to 4 ½ days.  As an inpatient rotation, the hours will be long.  The workday starts at 0600, and usually goes until 1700.  On Day 1, the housestaff will explain how to collect data on the patients, and how to present them for rounds.  All students should have established a working NNMC CIS password (different than at Walter Reed), a CHCS password (same as Walter Reed), and an NNMC scrub card, prior to reporting on the first day.  The duty uniform is scrubs, except when going to Grand Rounds or CBILS lectures at USUHS.  As an inpatient rotation, the service still operates on holidays, and students are expected to participate fully.  That means showing up at 0600 even if the first rotation day is a federal holiday.  

There is a lot to learn about newborn babies.  Core topics we hope to cover during the rotation include newborn normal parameters, delivery room management of newborns in several situations, jaundice, breastfeeding, circumcision, and neonatal infection, including Group B Strep.  If opportunities arise, we may be able to cover several other topics, such as neonatal thyroid disease, infants of a diabetic mother, or newborn emergencies.  Students should expect to attend and participate in at least 1-2 deliveries, as well as have an opportunity to see and possibly perform elective circumcisions.

Students will take 1 call during the week while on service, and cover 1 weekend day (usually AM only).  As general guidance, medical students should work hours similar to residents.  Post-call students will generally be excused at 1200.  If only 1 student is on service, call will be Friday evening, and he/she will cover rounds Saturday AM.  If 2 students are on service, one student will take call Friday evening with Saturday coverage, and the other student will take call Tuesday evening, with coverage Sunday AM.
