Neonatal Intensive Care Unit

GENERAL:  The NNMC NICU is a Level III NICU with a 25-bed capacity, capable of caring for sickest of newborns. Interns and residents rotate through the NICU as part of the core experience of their pediatric training in a variety of capacities. As an intern, you will spend two months on-service in the NICU, returning for another month as a supervisor during the PL-2 year followed by a month during your Navy Night Float rotation as a PL-3 when management skills are refined even further.

POC: Your Senior resident

LOCATION: NNMC, Bldg 9, 6th floor 

SCHEDULE: PL-1s expect to be on call every other Saturday and PL-2 every Sunday for continuity of patient care.  Navy Night Float PL-3s will work from 1700-0600 Monday-Friday and attend their continuity clinic on Monday afternoon.  The daily schedule is as follows:

Weekdays:

· 0630 – 0700 (depending on your PL2): Work rounds with senior

· 0700 - 0730: TPN rounds with the fellow in the fellow’s office

· 0745 - 0900: Morning report in the pediatric clinic conference room 

· Approximately 0915: Morning rounds with the fellow and staff 

· 1700: Checkout rounds with on-call team in the NICU conference room

Weekends/holidays:

· 0745 – 0800: Check out rounds with the post-call team

· 0800: Formal rounds with fellow and staff

You will leave the NICU at 1130 on continuity clinic days and you will not return for checkout rounds unless on-call.
LEAVE: Leave is not permitted during in-patient rotations.

ATTIRE: Pink scrubs. No white coats allowed in the NICU, although if leave the 6th floor one is required.
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
