Mother-Infant Care Center (MICC)
GENERAL: As a PL-1, you will spend a month rotating through the MICC learning the fundamentals of caring for well newborns. During the PL-3 year, you return to the MICC to further refine the skills involved in caring for newborns in addition to managing a busy nursery service.

SCHEDULE: Morning rounds with Dr. Greenwald start after Morning Report, thus you’ll need to arrive early enough to round on all the infants and prepare discharges for the day. You’ll checkout to the NICU intern at 1700 in the NICU conference room.  On the weekends with the on call Attending, you’ll also see some newborn follow-ups, typically scheduled from 0900 to 1000. While on-service in the MICC, you take call in the NICU and on post-call days you are responsible for rounding on the MICC.  Generally, you’ll have two weekends off and two weekends on during the month.

LEAVE: Leave is not permitted during this rotation.

ATTIRE: Pink scrubs with or without white coat. When leaving the 6th floor, a white coat is required.
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
