
Walter Reed Emergency Medicine Rotation
GENERAL: During your PL-1 year you will spend one month rotating through the WRAMC ED seeing a combined population of both adult and pediatric patients learning about the acute management of a broad-spectrum of illnesses.

LOCATION: WRAMC, Bldg 2, 1st floor, Southwest quadrant

SCHEDULE: You will generally work 50-70 hours per week depending on your schedule.  Shifts are 11 hours in duration, and begin at 0800, 1000, or 1300.  You will get one three-day weekend off during the rotation and work every other weekend.  You will be scheduled to work on your continuity clinic days, such that you’ll sign out your patients to the attending, go to clinic, and then return for the remainder of your shift after clinic.  

LEAVE: Leave is not permitted during this rotation.

ATTIRE: Report in Class Bs, BDU/ABU/ACUs, Khakis, or Blues. After that, you can wear scrubs.
