Emergency Medicine Rotation
GENERAL:  During your PL-1 year you will spend one month rotating through the CNMC Emergency Medicine Trauma Center (EMTC) which is an emergency department dedicated to the care of pediatric patients. The EMTC serves as the Level I pediatric trauma center for the District of Columbia and outlying areas and treats over 70,000 patients per year.

LOCATION: CNMC Emergency Department, 111 Michigan Avenue NW, Washington, DC  20010.
SCHEDULE:  Shifts are all 12 hours in duration and you will usually pull around 60-70 hours per week (5-6 shifts) depending on your schedule.  There are no overnight shifts or call.  ED Grand Rounds are the 1st and 3rd Thursdays of the month, starting at 0700.  You will be off the ED schedule on your regular continuity days, however if you have additional requests, you should get in touch with Dr. Badaki at least 1 month prior to your rotation. 

LEAVE: You cannot take leave during this rotation.

ATTIRE: Scrubs or appropriate civilian attire are acceptable.

DIRECTIONS:  Directions are as follows from north of the beltway:

· Take New Hampshire Ave south into DC

· Left onto North Capitol Street

· Left onto Hawaii Ave for a few hundred feet

· Right onto North Capitol Street once again

· Right onto Michigan Ave (past the exit for Washington Hospital Center and the VA)

· Go straight through the light at First Ave.  

· The parking garage is the next building on your right
OTHER:

· About 6 weeks in advance, you should contact Ms Hilda Rojas (hrojas@cnmc.org), the rotation administrative assistant, to confirm that you will be arriving, review your continuity clinic schedule, and make any additional scheduling requests.

· Ms.Rojas will email you the in-processing paperwork that is required prior to your arrival. This packet is available as an attachment to this manual and also on the www.nccpeds.com website. You MUST complete this packet prior to arrival or else you will not be allowed to see patients!

· Navy residents should fill out a TAD request through the NNMC GME office to go to CNMC. These are “no cost” orders except for a $50 parking fee and gas mileage, which are reimbursable. You will need a copy of your parking fee receipt to file the claim at NNMC at the end of your rotation.  (See the Navy TAD link on the CNMC Emergency Medicine Rotation webpage at www.nccpeds.com) 
· On the first day of the rotation, you should report to Hilda Rojas in the Emergency Room Administrative Office (East Wing, Floor 1, by Room E1.184).  If all the paperwork is complete, you will be issued a parking permit and CNMC ID.  There is a Lumbar Puncture video that you need to watch.  
· While at CNMC, be sure to keep your procedure log current.  The ED is one of the major chances you will have to do procedures, so make the most of these chances and document your experience!

PICU Rotation

GENERAL:  As a PL-3, you will spend one month rotating through the CNMC PICU to gain further exposure to the care of critically ill-children in a fast-paced and high-volume general pediatric ICU.

LOCATION: CNMC PICU, 3rd floor, 111 Michigan Avenue NW, Washington, DC  20010
SCHEDULE: 

· Morning rounds begin at 0730, thus you will need to arrive early enough to see and pre-round on all of your patients. On average, you can expect to carry anywhere from 5 to 10 patients per day. All patients are covered by both a resident and a fellow. Morning rounds are followed by radiology rounds, and sign out rounds generally begin in the mid-afternoon. You will be expected to take overnight call in the PICU with an in-house fellow every 4 to 5 days for an average of 5 to 6 calls per block. 

LEAVE: You cannot take leave during this rotation.

ATTIRE: Appropriate civilian attire is acceptable. Scrubs are typically worn on-call and post-call.
DIRECTIONS: Allow for an approximate travel time of 45 to 60 minutes. Directions are as follows from north of the beltway:
· Take New Hampshire Ave south into DC

· Left onto North Capitol Street
· Left onto Hawaii Ave for a few hundred feet
· Right onto North Capitol Street once again

· Right onto Michigan Ave (past the exit for Washington Hospital Center and the VA)

· Go straight through the light at First Ave.  
· The parking garage is the next building on your right

OTHER:

· 6-8 weeks in advance, you should contact Dr. Corriveau, the rotation coordinator, to confirm that you will be arriving. Additionally, you will need to contact the Chief Residents, Drs. Perry/Rhodes, to review your continuity clinic schedule and make any additional scheduling requests. While at CNMC, you will have two full-day continuity clinics instead of four half-days. This must be coordinated with Drs. Perry/Rhodes well in advance of your arrival.

· At this time, you should also contact Ms. Ransome, the administrative assistant for the rotation, to begin completing the in-processing paperwork that is required. This packet is available on the www.nccpeds.com website. You MUST complete this packet and the on-line computer training prior to your arrival or else you will not be issued the passwords you’ll need for patient care. 

· Navy residents should fill out a TAD request through the NNMC GME office to go to CNMC. These are “no cost” orders except for a $50 parking fee and gas mileage, which are reimbursable. You will need a copy of your parking fee receipt to file the claim at NNMC at the end of your rotation.  (See the Navy TAD link on the CNMC Emergency Medicine Rotation webpage at www.nccpeds.com)
· On the first day of the rotation, you should report to the PICU on the 3rd floor for rounds at 0700. Following rounds you will then proceed to security office (located on the 1st floor next to the ER) to obtain your parking pass and ID. 
· While at CNMC, be sure to keep your procedure log current. The PICU is one of the major chances you will have to do procedures, so make the most of these chances and document your experience!
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
