How To Organize I Mega Mock Code
1.  Schedule your date at the beginning of the block.  Corpsmen inventory the carts the 1st Thursday of every Month, so that would be a great day
2. Dr. Gorman is amenable to allowing lecture time to be dedicated to your code, so you can use the entire morning report/lecture time.  Let him know in advance
3. Who to notify:
a. Ms. Putney:  Clinic Manager
b. Orwig (in charge of corpsmen, his desk is behind Ms. Dee on subspecialty side)
c. Nurses
d. A couple of corpsmen.  Jordan was especially helpful to me in getting things ready the morning of
4.  Obtain your mannequins.  Seat has child size mannequins that are baggable.  Mark Wyn is the sim center guy at Navy.  He was not available for my code.  His email is:  markjwyn@gmail.com.  He requests to be emailed in advance with forecast of your date.  There are 2 baby sim mannequins in the clean utility room by the continuity clinic conference room.  
5. In past we were able to run 4 at once (if you include the Allergy treatment room).  This will not be available in the future.  Instead use the conference room as your 4th location.  Jordan and I made a mock code cart.  You can use this in the conference room.  You would also need a mock defibrillator machine.  I think the minimum to run at once would be 4 given the number of staff
6. Get your scenarios.  Drs. Balog, Watson, Smith have mock code scenario books.  If they are not available the following website was helpful to me, with peer reviewed mock code scenarios:  http://www.emedu.org/simlibrary/default.aspx?AspxAutoDetectCookieSupport=1
7. For cardiac cases, HESDi has rhythm simulators.  If these are not available be sure and add a sample EKG to your scenario packets for your team leaders
8. Organizing the rooms:  Typically 10-14 corpsmen.  The last 2 times we gave them numbers and randomly grouped them to rooms.  For residents dividing up by academic level to try and ensure varied group in rooms
9. Day of Code:   Mock Code can be announced on the overhead paging system.  Remember in event of real code would have to dial 777 to activate emergency response system for ambulance/ems to arrive
