	The DC Early Intervention Child Find Program is a system to locate, identify and refer children birth through two years of age, who may have a disability or developmental delay in one or more of the following areas: speech, language, fine and/or gross motor skills, social/emotional skills, vision, and hearing.

Potentially eligible infants and toddlers may be identified through screenings or evaluations used by professionals, providers, family members, and others.

These individuals may call the Child Find Information Line at (202) 727-3665 when they have specific concerns about a child’s development.

Physicians are encouraged to make referrals to the DC Early Intervention Program (DC EIP) if a child fails a routine developmental screening or has a medical diagnosis with a high probability of causing a developmental delay.

DC EIP also funds three child find sites whose responsibilities are to:

· increase public awareness of DC EIP through participation in community events

· inform and educate DC residents and hospital personnel about DC EIP

· provide developmental screenings (ASQ-3) in the home and clinic

· train pediatric physicians about identification and the referral process for DC EIP
