Electives

Please read carefully through the section of the RRC requirements that describes electives and be cognizant of the following:

· All elective choices should be discussed with your advisor and approved by the Program Director.  Scheduling of electives must also be approved by the division head of the subspecialty service so that overbooking of residents on subspecialty services is avoided.

· Residents should familiarize themselves at the beginning of elective rotations with the goals and objectives of that subspecialty rotation.

· Residents wishing to do an away elective must receive approval from the Program Director far enough in advance so that necessary arrangements (memorandum of understanding, changes in call schedule, etc) can be made.

· A four-week reading elective that meets strict criteria is available with prior approval of the Program Director.  This elective does not fulfill an RRC elective requirement.  This elective is geared primarily for residents who need additional time to complete a research project or work on a publication.  This elective MUST be approved at least 4 months in advance.

· Residents wishing to do a research elective with a faculty member must submit a written proposal to the Program Director far enough in advance so that necessary arrangements can be made.

Specific questions about elective choices should be discussed with the Program Director.

Residents may take leave during elective rotations (this does not include adolescent or developmental months since these are required rotations for boards).  If a resident misses more than 25% of elective time due to leave (i.e. greater than one week of leave), then the elective will not count toward board certification.
