SCHOOL INSULIN ORDERS FOR CHILDREN ON GLARGINE & LISPRO

_______________________________ receives the insulins Glargine(Lantus) and Lispro(Humalog) to control diabetes. The student requires lunchtime coverage with Lispro based on amount of carbohydrates in meal and may require additional insulin to correct blood glucose to the desired range. The student must perform 2 calculations to determine the amount of insulin to be given.

1. Carbohydrate Coverage. Carbohydrate coverage is based on the units of Lispro is necessary to process so many grams of carbohydrates, generally written as a ratio, i.e,, 1:15 (one unit of lispro insulin for every 15 grams of carbohydrates).  This ratio is subject to change based on blood glucose results and the parent has our permission to provide clarification.

2. Insulin Correction. At mealtimes, the student may need to calculate an additional amount of insulin to help bring blood glucose into the desired range.  Calculations are based on the following formula:

Actual BG – Target BG of 150 


BG= blood glucose


Sensitivity Factor



Sensitivity Factor= the amt

of blood glucose points 1 unit of lispro produce, i.e., 1 unit will drop bg 50 points or 1:50


ex. BG 250- 150 
50 = 2 units (will round up if .5 or >)
